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Enhancing FleetBroadband with Wired Ocean

Background

FleetBroadband is Inmarsat’s service to take vessels into the IP era. It has a
number of advantages over Fleet including faster data speeds, lower usage costs
and simultaneous voice and data usage.

But even a service as new as FleetBroadband can be significantly enhanced by
Wired Ocean’s service:

= The shore to ship data speed is 20% faster than FB500 and almost twice as
fast as FB250.

= Per Mbyte prices for shore to ship data are only about 10% of FleetBroadband,
so ships can greatly expand data usage for a given communications budget.

= Wired Ocean’s S-Box, working in conjunction with the network operations hub,
uses state of the art data optimisation. This minimises latency (processing lag
or time delay), removes unnecessary handshaking and compresses and caches
transferred data. The results are an even faster service and lower billable data
volume.

= Buying an FB250 and a Wired Ocean S-Box is less expensive than an FB500
but with better performance for many applications.

Unlike some products, the systems that Wired Ocean uses to improve web
browsing do not impair the content or quality of the web page in any way. There
is no need to install software on computers, fiddle with compression settings, or
wonder what you’re missing — the enhancements are seamless.

Performance Enhancement

Although FleetBroadband data rates are much higher than Fleet MPDS, the’ latency’
(the delay between requesting data and getting a response) still remains high, at well
over one second. Receiving a typical web page requires many individual elements to
be sent and each element must be acknowledged before the next can be sent. So it
can take over a minute to receive a web page.
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
